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Measurements of pH Using a pH-Meter
Description:  The pH of some common household acids and bases are measured and compared.

Concept:  pH can be used as a measurement of acidity and basicity.

Materials:  

· Overhead pH meter

· vinegar

· household ammonia

· 1 M NaOH

· 1 M HCl

· dry ice

· tap water

· 7, 250 mL beakers

· Bottle of distilled water

· Kim wipes

Safety:  Wear safety goggles and gloves. 

Procedure:


Prepare pH meter to display pH on overhead projector


Measure and compare the pH of the various solutions.

Notes:
This demonstration works well following red cabbage indicator display to give a quantitative meaning to acidity and basicity.
